INFORMATION ON THE PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA OF THE APPLICANT IN THE RECRUITMENT PROCESS

Pursuant to Art. 13 (and/or) 14 of the Act 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of the European Union (UE) of 27th April 2016 regarding the protection of natural persons during processing their personal data and on the free movement of such data, and the repeal of Directive 95/46 / EC (general regulation on data protection), (Journal of Laws of the EU L.2016.119.1 of 04/05/2016 - hereinafter: "Regulation" or "GDPR"), we inform that: 

a) The Data Controller of your personal data is the University of the National Education Commission, Krakow (2 Podchorążych St., 30-084 Cracow, web site: www.uken. krakow.pl). The Data Protection Controller may be contacted either via an e-mail: info@uken.krakow.pl or in writing to the mailing address indicated in the first sentence.

b) Data subjects may contact the Data Protection Officer designated by the Data Controller in matters relating to the processing of personal data or use of personal data processing rights by writing to the e-mail address: iod@uken.krakow.pl, or the Data Controller’s address, as indicated in point a).

c) The collected personal data will be processed by the Data Controller pursuant to art. 6 par. 1 point c) of GDPR when it is necessary to fulfill the legal obligation imposed on the Data Controller i.e. the art. 22¹ of the Act of 26 June 1974 Labor Code (Journal of Laws of 2018, item 917), and/or to art. 6 par. 1 point a) of GDPR i.e. on the basis of the consent expressed by sending the documents containing data of a wider scope than it is regulated in the art. 22¹ of the Act of 26 June 1974, Labor Code (optional data). 
d) The collected personal data on the grounds referred to in point c) will be processed by the Data Controller in order to conduct the recruitment procedure.
e) The collected personal data might be made available to the processors with whom the Data Controller has concluded appropriate agreements (e.g. a law firm).
f) Personal data will be processed by the Data Controller until the elapse of the period necessary for the preparation and performance of the contract, including mutual settlements and archiving.

g) On the basis of the art. 6 par. 1 point a) and c) of the Regulation, the collected personal data will be processed up to the date of employment of the chosen candidate or until the date of closing the recruitment procedure without selecting the candidate, and also in case of processing on the basis of the consent until its withdrawal, which would occur before the end of the recruitment procedure. 
h) Data subjects have the right to access to their personal data, the right to demand their rectification, the right to remove or limit their processing, the right to raise objections and  the right to data transfer, in the cases specified in the Regulation.
i) Data subjects have the right to withdraw the consent for the processing of personal data referred to in point c) at any time, by sending a "statement of withdrawal" to the correspondence address of the Data Controller, indicated in point a) with the inscription: "Personal Data Protection", or to the e-mail address: info@uken.krakow.pl. Withdrawal of the consent does not affect the legality of the processing which was carried out on the basis of the consent before its withdrawal. 
j) The collected personal data are not subject to automated decision making, including profiling. 
k) Data subjects, who believe that the processing of their personal data violates the provisions of the Regulation, have the right to lodge a complaint with the President of the Personal Data Protection Office.
